SUBJECT
Action on an ordinance authorizing reimbursement of mileage and parking expenses for future members of the Financial Policies Advisory Task Force. 
SUMMARY
The County Council created the Financial Policies Advisory Task Force via Motion 12394. 

Motion 12394 also indicates the topics that the Task Force will cover, specifically: 

· A review of the County’s financial and debt policies previously adopted by the County Council

· Informal policies put into practice by Executive agencies

· Best practices in financial planning

· Make recommendations to the Council in each of the areas listed above. 

The type of individuals that the Council is currently soliciting to serve on this Task Force are likely to be coming to Task Force meetings and taking time away from their current employment to lend their expertise to King County. The attached ordinance would authorize these individuals to be reimbursed for their mileage and parking costs associated with serving on the Task Force. 

There are specific code provisions covering the use of county resources to provide parking. Specifically, K.C.C. chapter 3.32 indicates that the use must be in the business convenience of the County to provide free parking in the County garage. The ordinance also covers provisions that would allow the Task Force members to seek reimbursement for parking expenses if the Task Force has functions or meetings that are not in the vicinity of the county parking garage. 

REASONABLENESS

Adoption of this ordinance would both meet the requirements of King County Code and also be consistent with past Council practice of reimbursing those serving on boards via ordinance. As such, adoption of this ordinance would constitute a reasonable business decision. 
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
