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On March 26, the Law, Justice, Health, and Human Services Committee gave a do pass recommendation to amended proposed motion 2013-0133. The amendment replaced attachment A to the motion. The new attachment contained additional meeting dates and briefing topics as well as technical changes. 
SUBJECT

The 2013 Law, Justice, Health, and Human Services Committee work plan.
BACKGROUND

On February 25, 2013 the King County Council adopted Motion 13845.  This motion established the organization of the Council for 2013 and specified the committees of the Council. Motion 13845 identifies Chairs of the Council’s committees, including naming Councilmember Kathy Lambert as the Chair and Councilmember Larry Gossett as Vice-Chair of the Law, Justice, Health, and Human Services Committee (LJHHS). On March 4, 2013, the remaining members of the LJHHS Committee were identified. Motion 13851 assigned the membership of the LJHHS Committee to Councilmembers Rod Dembowski and Joe McDermott in addition to the Chair and Vice Chair. 

The responsibilities of the Law, Justice, Health, and Human Services Committee for 2013 are also outlined in the Council’s reorganization motion. Section C of Motion 13845 describes the Law, Justice, Health, and Human Services (LJHHS) Committee as follows:
C.  Law, justice, health and human services committee.


  1.  The committee shall consider and make recommendations on policies relating to:


    a.  law, safety, criminal justice and emergency management programs including those related to public safety; adult detention; juvenile justice and youth services; superior and district courts; judicial administration; prosecuting attorney; public defense; emergency medical services; emergency management, including disaster response, emergency preparedness and emergency planning;


    b.  public health programs, including those related to the protection, promotion and provision functions of the department of public health, including the structure of the public health centers; and


    c.  human services programs, including review of the veterans and human services levy programs and options for levy renewal; therapeutic and low-income housing; and civil rights and social justice.  The committee shall also consider the implementation of appropriate labor agreements.


  2.  In the areas within the committee's purview, the committee shall track state and federal legislative action and develop recommendations on policy direction for the annual budget.

The Committee meets on the second, fourth, and fifth Tuesdays of each month at 1:30, with special meetings as needed.

ANALYSIS
Proposed Motion 2013-0133 would adopt the 2013 work plan for the Law, Justice, Health, and Human Services Committee which is attachment A to the motion. In addition to the items listed in the 2013 draft work program, the Committee will likely consider other as-yet-unforeseen legislation initiated by the Council in addition to legislation transmitted by the Executive. 

Although the work program may be formally adopted via motion, it remains a dynamic document, reflecting evolving issues of interest to the LJHHS Committee and the Council.  The LJHHS Committee’s 2013 work plan will be updated as staff continues to receive input from Councilmembers on issues and priorities for 2013.  
Amendment: There is one amendment to the Motion, attachment 2 to this report. The amendment replaces attachment A to the motion. The revised work plan adds briefings, corrects meetings dates, and makes other technical changes. 

As amended, the Proposed Motion is ready for committee action.
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
