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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  A MOTION relating to the use of work crews to maintain closed parks and recreational facilities.
BACKGROUND:

The Parks and Recreation Division of the King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks (DNRP) is responsible for the maintenance and operation of parks, open spaces, swimming pools, and the King County Fair.  The Parks and Recreation Division has an annual current expense fund budget of $25.5 million and 237 full-time employees.  The Division also employs approximately 1000 temporary (seasonal) employees each year.  
King County Parks assets include:

· 183 parks

· 25,000 acres of park lands

· Six community centers

· 15 swimming pools

· four swimming beaches w/ lifeguards
· King County Aquatics Center

· Interpretive programming in 118 schools

· 88 baseball/softball fields

· 69 soccer/football fields

· 47 tennis courts

· 100 miles of regional trails

As a budget savings measure, 44 parks were closed during the winter months and 20 parks are slated to remain closed throughout the current year.
SUMMARY:  PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0134
Proposed Motion 2002-0134 authorizes the executive to enter into agreements with the King County District Court to develop and expand the court’s work crew program to provide basic maintenance services to parks that have been temporarily closed.
AMENDMENT 1:  
Amendment 1 to proposed Motion 2002-0134 includes the following three changes to the original motion as proposed:

1. Removes the language authorizing the executive to enter into agreements with the King County District Court.

2. Asks the executive and District Court to examine possible areas for expansion of the court’s work crew program to include program alternatives that could provide for certain maintenance services to closed parks.
3. Requests the executive and District Court to report back to the council as soon as possible, but no later than July 15, 2002, on any proposals to address expansion of the work crew program.
