SUBJECT:
AN ORDINANCE renaming the regional communications and emergency coordination center the Kent Pullen Regional Communications and Emergency Coordination Center as a memorial to the Honorable Kent Pullen, past metropolitan King County councilmember representing district 9.
SUMMARY:
King County is constructing an important communications facility in the City of Renton that will serve the County during times of emergencies and serve as the base of operations for the Office of Emergency Management.  This ordinance would rename the facility to the Kent Pullen Regional Communications and Emergency Coordination Center. 
Councilmember Pullen served four terms with distinction on the King County Council from January 1, 1990 through April 14, 2003 when he passed away.  He represented District 9.  Mr. Pullen also served as a state representative from 1972-1974, then served in the state senate from 1974-1989. 
Councilmember Pullen had many accomplishments while in public office.  Among those he listed in his resume are:
· Creating a gang intervention and control program;
· Upgrading the automated fingerprint identification system;
· Modernizing the County’s emergency radio system;
· Acquiring better crime-fighting tools for police officers;
· Establishing improved educational and intervention methods to help children at risk and victims of domestic violence;
· Establishing the highly innovative King County Natural Medicine Clinic.
This ordinance would represent a significant honor in memory of Councilmember Kent Pullen.
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
