SUBJECT/SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Norman J. Alberg as the director of the records and licensing services (RALS) division.  Proposed Motion 2012-0480 would confirm the Executive’s appointment.
BACKGROUND
Pursuant to KCC 2.16.100, the King County Council must confirm the appointment of the manager of the records and licensing services division as a key subordinate unit “due to the nature of the programs involved and [sic] public policy implications”.  
Mr. Alberg has been serving as the Interim Director of Records and Licensing Services and has over 17 years of public and private-sector senior and executive level experience.  Mr. Alberg has gained this experience at Starbucks Coffee Company, Connext, Inc., The Washington State Department of Transportation and Seattle City Light.
The Executive’s transmittal letter, dated December 7th, 2012, states:

“Mr. Alberg has been successful in advancing the regional concept of government through inter-local agreements.  Mr. Alberg has also developed successful financial models and has elevated the RALS Division as a LEAN product line model for King County. “
