Law and Justice Committee Potential 2016 Issue Areas 

General Criminal Justice System Issues:

1. Identify the causes, impacts, and potential solutions to reduce juvenile and adult disproportionality in the criminal justice system. 
2. Review and adoption of a county plan for recidivism reduction and improvement of reentry services for those leaving incarceration.  This will include council review of the a proposed risk/needs assessment tool for adult arrestees/detainees, the review of a plan to better deliver services to inmates in jail or community corrections (based on the risk/needs assessment), and a plan for a comprehensive community system of services for inmates reentering the community after incarceration (county jail and state Department of Corrections’ inmates).
3. Continue monitoring the implementation of expanded services for the Law Enforcement Assisted Diversion (LEAD) program and bring the final evaluations of the program to the committee.
4. Review existing and planned criminal justice related Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Tax (MIDD) programs.
5. Update the committee on the construction of the Children and Families Justice Center and related policy issues.

Adult and Juvenile Detention:

1. Continued monitoring of the county’s secure detention and community corrections population.
2. Continued monitoring and review of the Executive’s plans to relocate the Community Corrections Division from the Yesler Building to allow for the consolidation of Public Defense.
3. Continued monitoring of the impact of the state’s mental health changes (or lack of action) at Western State on county jail programs.
4. Review and possible legislation to eliminate barriers to the development of juvenile programs at the juvenile detention facility.
5. Continued review of the impact of Superior Court changes in practice on juvenile detention population.

Superior Court:

1. Continued review of the Involuntary Treatment Act (ITA) court to review workload, use of video hearings, and the development of adequate space for the court, court/prosecutor/public defender personnel/ along with families and others.
2. Continued monitoring of the impact of the state’s mental health changes (or lack of action) at Western State on court programs.
3. Review and possible legislation for changes to the Protocol Indicators that establish judicial officer need.
4. Update on the court’s development of a new electronic case management system.
5. Update on Juvenile Court actions to reduce disproportionality in secure detention.
6. Investigate the potential development of foster care placements controlled (and potentially operated) by Juvenile Probation.

District Court:

1. Update on the court’s acquisition and implementation of its new electronic case management system.
2. Review of the court’s development of a Community Court program.
3. Update on court operations, to include specialized court programs (e.g., Mental Health Court), programs (e.g. Re-Licensing), and city contracts.

Prosecutor:

1. Update on the implementation of the FIRS domestic violence diversion program in Juvenile Court.
2. Update on the Prosecutor’s 180, Truancy Programs, and LEAD special programs.

Public Defense:

1. Update on the creation and status of the Department of Public Defense (DPD) and Public Defense Advisory Board.
2. Monitoring the status of the efforts to consolidate the operations of DPD into a single facility.

Sheriff’s Office:

1. Review of the KCSO diversity recruitment proviso response and overall trends in sheriff’s hiring and training.
2. Briefing on the changes in Washington State law enforcement training with input from Sue Rahr, Executive Director of the Washington State Criminal Justice Training Commission (WSCJTC).
3. Update on the KCSO contracts for providing transit security services to Metro and Sound Transit.

Office of Law Enforcement Oversight

1. Development of the implementing legislation for the OLEO Charter Amendment.
2. Status report from OLEO and KCSO on investigation efforts.

Emergency Management/PSERN/E911:

1. Monitoring the office’s plans for obtaining certification for the Office of Emergency Management.
2. Briefings from the Emergency Management Advisory Committee.
3. Continued quarterly monitoring of the Puget Sound Emergency Radio Network (PSERN) project.
4. Monitoring and potential legislation related to the E911 and Public Safety Answering Points administration.

Marijuana:

1. Continue tracking the impact of the state’s medical marijuana and recreational licensing efforts, monitor land use related activities in the county and city jurisdictions, and track how the county plans to spend Marijuana Excise Tax revenue allocations.

1. Evaluate whether the county should develop resources to test for pesticides in legal marijuana products.
