The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance transferring to the city of Kenmore twenty-one thousand seven hundred twenty-eight square feet from assessor’s parcel number 122604-9014, and five thousand one hundred sixty-six square feet from assessor’s parcel number 112604-9008 for expansion of the SR 522 right-of-way and improvement to adjacent portions of the Burke-Gilman Trail Corridor.  In addition, a slope and drainage easement for five hundred seventy-nine square feet and a retaining wall easement for four hundred eighty square feet are also requested from assessor’s parcel number 122604-9014. 

These properties are located in within the city of Kent along the portion of the Burke-Gilman Trail abutting the SR 522 thoroughfare.
Brief explanation as to why the sale/transfer is happening. 


King County’s Department of Natural Resources / Parks is the custodian of two parcels that comprise part of the Burke-Gilman Trail within the city of Kenmore.  Kenmore requests certain property rights pertaining to those parcels in conjunction with the city’s SR 522 Corridor Improvements Project, scheduled to commence this spring, 2007.  This project proposes to widen approximately 2.4 miles of State Route 522 through the city of Kenmore, as well as to provide corridor improvements to secondary streets and parts of the Burke Gilman Trail corridor proximate to the roadways.

Under terms of the transfer agreement, King County would transfer the above-described property to the city within __________ of executing the agreement.
