AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2010-0466, VERSION 1
On page 2, beginning on line 30, after "surcharge" delete "was to be used at the discretion of the county commissioners "to promote historical preservation or historical programs," and insert ""shall be used at the discretion of the county commissioners to promote historical preservation or historical programs,"

On page 2, line 32, after "documents."" insert "This ordinance exercises the discretion of the county council granted by RCW 36.22.170 to direct usage of the one-dollar surcharge."

On page 4, after line 68, insert:

"The document surcharge fee is assessed countywide.  As such, it is further the intent of the council that use of the fee be distributed in a manner that equitably serves citizens from all corners of the county.  The county historic preservation program provides landmark designation services to all of unincorporated King County plus numerous cities with which it has interlocal agreements.  This ordinance expresses the council's intent that the cultural development authority of King County should distribute its share of the historic preservation and historical programs fund equally across the county over time."
On page 4, beginning on line 72, strike lines 72 through 82, and insert:


"A.  There is hereby created the King County historical preservation and historical programs fund to provide for the receipt of revenues and the disbursement of expenditures of the one-dollar surcharge.  The moneys shall be used only to promote historical preservation or historical programs as allowed under RCW 36.22.170.  The fund shall be a first tier fund as described in this chapter.


B.1.  For each of the years 2011 through 2015, forty percent of the moneys shall be used only by the King County historic preservation program or its successor and sixty percent shall be used only by the cultural development authority of King County.


  2.  For the year 2016 and each year thereafter, thirty-five percent of the moneys shall be used only by the King County historic preservation program or its successor and sixty-five percent shall be used only by the cultural development authority of King County.

  3.  The cultural development authority of King County should for each year divide its current year's moneys equally amongst three regions.  The first region shall be comprised of council districts one, three, and six.  The second region shall be comprised of council districts two, four, and eight.  The third region shall be comprised of council districts five, seven, and nine.  Any balance remaining at the end of the year for a region should be carried over for that region to the following year.

  4.  The cultural development authority of King County shall report on its spending of these moneys as required under K.C.C. 2.49.160.

SECTION 2.  Ordinance 14482, Section 17 and K.C.C. 2.49.160 are each hereby amended to read as follows:

A.  By April 15 of each year, the authority shall submit an annual report to the county executive and the county council containing:

  1.  A statement of assets and liabilities, income and expenditures and changes in its financial position during the previous year;

  2.  A summary of significant accomplishments;

  3.  A list of depositories used;

  4.  A projected operating budget for the current fiscal year;

  5.  A summary of cultural programs, public art projects and all other projects and activities to be undertaken during the current year; ((and))


  6.  For each of the previous three years, identify for each activity that received moneys from the King County historical preservations and historical programs fund the name of the recipient, the amount of funding, and the district; and

  7.  Other information as may be required in the charter of the authority.

B.1.  The authority shall meet with the county council's committee of the whole two times per year, once in the first half of the calendar year to discuss the authority's annual report and once in the second half of the calendar year to discuss the authority's plans and proposed expenditures for the following year.


  2.  The authority shall meet:


    a.  at least one time per year with the county executive; and

    b.  at least one time per year with directors and administrators of county departments and agencies that interface with the authority.

C.  The authority shall respond to requests for additional information from the executive or from the council.  The council shall make its request by motion."
EFFECT: Further directs usage of the 4Culture funds and requires reporting.
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
