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Pursuant to King County Code 2.98 Rules of County Agencies, the Department of Transportation, proposes to amend King County Code, Title 28 Metropolitan Functions, 28.96.010 B.1, Civil infractions – misdemeanors. The amendment is proposed under the authority granted by the State of Washington to the county legislative authorities under RCW 36.32.120 (7), to make and enforce appropriate resolutions and ordinances, including all police and sanitary regulations not in conflict with state law. 

If adopted by the King County Council, the ordinance adds the use of electronic smoking devices to prohibited activities in, on or in relation to transit properties and structures as defined by KCC 28.92.030 and 28.92.170. The ordinance amends KCC 28.96.010, B that identifies prohibited conduct not amounting to a violation of another applicable state or local criminal law bearing a greater penalty than is provided under the chapter. If adopted, a person using electronic smoking device in violation of K.C.C. 28.96.010 B.1, would be guilty of a misdemeanor.
