SUBJECT: A MOTION authorizing the county executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with Albertson's, to provide a police substation facility in the Renton area.
SUMMARY: The King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO) provides law enforcement services to unincorporated King County and, through contracts, to 13 cities, Metro Transit, King County Airport, and school districts.  For many years the Sheriff’s Office has used “storefront” offices to provide a variety of services for the public.
This motion would create a “storefront” office at the Albertson’s Store at 14215 SE Petrovitsky Road in Renton.  The Albertson’s store will re-model 200 square feet of its premises for use by the sheriff for a police substation.  The space will be used for a variety of purposes, including community outreach, child fingerprinting, bicycle licensing, Neighborhood Watch, and for deputies completing paperwork.  The Sheriff’s Office, with this agreement, is not committing to any assigned staff for the location or assigned hours of operations.  The costs for re-modeling the space, utilities, and phone service for the substation will be paid for by Albertson’s.  There is no cost associated with the use of this space, but an interagency agreement is needed with the county housing authority.
