The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will appropriate $136,759 to the Prosecuting Attorney (Current Expense), and disappropriate $136,759 from the Salary and Wage Contingency Fund (Current Expense) for the 2005 budget.  This supplemental will implement the collective bargaining unit agreement between King County and employees represented by the International Brotherhood of Teamsters Local 117 (Prosecuting Attorney’s Office).
The three-year contract effective January 1, 2005 to December 31, 2007 assumes a 2.19% cost of living adjustment (COLA) for 2005 and 90% of all-cities CPI-W, September through September, for 2006 and 2007.  In addition, all positions will be moved onto the next closest pay range of the current squared table from the old standard table (with the exception of Legal Administrative Specialists IIs, which will move up an extra range).  The expenditure impact of a possible labor settlement was not anticipated at the time the 2005 budget was developed, so only the COLA was budgeted.  This supplemental ordinance requests additional expenditure authority for the movement of employees onto the current squared table.  The expenditures for this movement onto a new salary schedule will be $136,759.
The settlement reached is a product of good-faith bargaining between King County and the union.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements and is within our capacity to finance.
