Dear Councilmember Philips:

As required by Ordinance 17941, Section 129, Proviso P8, I am transmitting to the King County Council the required Airport Perimeter Security Measures Report and a motion accepting the report. The report required by the proviso summarizes airport perimeter security measures implemented in the last five years and recommendations for additional security investments, planned or recommended, to prevent physical intrusions onto the airfield. 

The information included in the Airport Perimeter Security Measures Report is considered “Sensitive Security Information” as defined by the Transportation Security Administration and controlled under 49 CFR parts 15 and 1520. Therefore, the report itself is not included in this transmittal package. At the Councilmembers convenience King County International Airport (KCIA) staff members are available to brief Councilmembers in Executive Session on the Airport Perimeter Security Measure Report.

SECTION 129. P8. 

Of this appropriation, $300,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the
executive transmits a report on airport perimeter security measures and a motion that
accepts the airport perimeter security measures report, and the motion is passed by the council. The motion shall reference the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion.

The airport perimeter security measures report shall include, but not be limited to,
researching and reporting on airport perimeter security measures implemented in the last five years and assessments and recommendations for additional security investments planned or recommended to prevent physical intrusions on to airport property.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The executive must file the airport perimeter security measures report and motion required by this proviso by March 31, 2015, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff, the policy staff director and the lead staff for the transportation, economy and environment committee and the government accountability and oversight committee, or their successors.

KCIA operates as a Class IV, Reliever Airport with limited commercial service and serves unscheduled passenger operations of large aircraft. It has approximately 180,000 aircraft take offs and landings annually. KCIA is a complex and critical airfield with high-risk assets and tenants. The Boeing Company operates a Commercial Delivery Center for its B-737 line of aircraft, a Flight Test department for testing and certification of its new aircraft and systems, and a Military Flight Center. Other primary tenants include major air cargo operators, corporate flight departments, and fixed base operators providing services to corporate and other aircraft. Small general aviation aircraft, helicopters, and flying clubs are also based at KCIA. Finally, the Airport is frequently used by heads of state, VIP’s, and other dignitaries. 

This assessment involved surveying the existing airport-owned security systems including physical security perimeter systems, technical security systems, and operational security protocols. The Airport Perimeter Security Measures Report identifies critical infrastructure and areas of potential vulnerabilities to assist KCIA with the development of an immediate and long-term plan in compliance with all regulatory requirements.

This report and its security plan are consistent with the King County Strategic Plan “Justice and Safety” Objective 1b. - to maintain safe and secure county-owned infrastructure. 

The estimated cost to produce this report is $29,000.
