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SUBJECT

A MOTION establishing Governance for the Twenty-First Century – 2010 Priorities for King County Government.

COMMITTEE ACTION

On April 14, 2010, the Committee of the Whole approved Proposed Substitute Motion 2010-0155, as amended, with a “do pass” recommendation.


BACKGROUND

Since 2002, the Council has annually adopted legislation promoting that performance measurement be developed and implemented countywide.  In addition, the Council has led a collaborative effort among representatives from all separately elected offices to encourage unified and sustained implementation of a countywide system.

These combined efforts led to the July 2008 adoption of Ordinance 16202, the Performance Management and Accountability Act (PMAA), establishing a countywide performance management system.  This countywide system includes key definitions, system implementation timelines, reporting guidelines focused on increasing the accountability and transparency of King County Government, and a hierarchy of strategic planning documents.

To that end, the Council is leading by example in setting its 2010 priorities. 

On March 3, 2010, this Proposed Motion was heard and discussed in the Council's Committee of the Whole.  



SUMMARY

The proposed motion and attachment identify a series of priorities for the King County Council and specifies a list of Council actions to advance those priorities.


ANALYSIS

Since the March 3, 2010 discussion, staff, at the direction of Council has been compiling comments, edits and changes to the draft Attachment A dated March 1, 2010.

Attached to this staff report is a revised draft Attachment A, dated April 14, 2010 that adds three priorities, and clarifies the language of priorities and actions, as well as milestone dates and delivery relationships.
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
