STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  
AN ORDINANCE related to the scope of duties of the labor policy committee and labor implementation committee, and amending K.C.C. 3.16.
SUMMARY:  
Proposed Ordinance 2001-0591 establishes the scope of duties for the labor policy committee and the labor implementation committee by amending the appropriate sections of King County Code.  This proposed ordinance is companion legislation to Proposed Motion 2002-0053, which establishes the Committee-of-the-Whole as the labor policy committee and the Labor, Operations, and Technology Committee as the labor implementation committee.  
The basic requirements of K.C.C. 3.16 remain the same, except that the provisions in 3.16.025 Preparation for Bargaining and 3.16.050 Labor Committee Functions are relocated to three new sections titled:  1) General Provisions, 2) Labor Policy Committee Function, and 3) Labor Implementation Committee Functions.  The proposed legislation moves certain provisions and requirements into the appropriate new sections.  Some dates are also updated.
The table beginning on the next page of the staff report identifies the status or changes for each section in the chapter.
