Impact of the above legislation on the fiscal affairs of King County is estimated to be:

1.  The proposed ordinance would eliminate the bulk rate discount for four or more aircraft tie-downs (rate will go from $50.40 to $72.00 per month) for an increase of 43%.  The last increase was in 1997.  

2.  Increase by 30% the fuel fees collected from oil companies or fuel distributor companies from $.05 cents to $.065 cents per gallon for Jet A fuel (used by jet and turbo-prop engine aircraft).  AVGas (used by piston type engine aircraft) would remain at $.05 cents per gallon.   The last increase was in 1982.

3. Increase the landing fees paid by aircraft operators of revenue generating flights and non-revenue generating flights for aircraft not based at B.F.I. from $0.35 to $0.65 per 1,000 pounds of gross landed weight or by 85%.
