SUBJECT:  Emergency Planning and Preparedness: Safety Planning in the County and in your home.
SUMMARY:  The Office of Emergency Management of the Department of Executive Services is composed of two distinct programs: Emergency Management and the Enhanced-911 Program Office (E-911). These two programs assure the public, reliable access to emergency services. The Emergency Management Program specializes in disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery. In addition to natural and technological disasters, many homeland security issues are also coordinated through this office. The 2009 budget for the Office of Emergency Management is $1.3 million.  

Representatives of the office will brief committee members on the county’s emergency preparedness planning, how planning interacts with the recent outbreak of H1N1 Flu, and the status of current budget planning for the office.

3 Days 3Ways.  The office administers the “3 Days, 3 Ways, Are You Ready? Program” a public motivation campaign urging individuals, families, and the community with the means to prepare for emergencies and disasters. The program’s message is simple, for county residents to be ready to survive on their own for a minimum of 3 Days following a disaster. For large disasters, residents may not receive any government assistance for up to 7 Days.  The steps of the plan are simple – make a plan, build a kit, and get involved.  By implementing these steps, residents and the county will be in a better position for resiliency, whether from a major earthquake, a winter storm, a terrorist act or a pandemic flu outbreak.
