SUBJECT: A MOTION authorizing the sheriff's office to participate in a Community Policing Consortium grant.
SUMMARY: The King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO) provides law enforcement services to unincorporated King County and, through contracts, to 13 cities, Metro Transit, King County Airport, and school districts.  The sheriff also provides other contract police services for governmental entities that allow the contracting agency to specify levels of service.  Contracts for police services generally recover the full costs of providing all services.

The enclosed motion and agreement, if approved, will allow the Sheriff's Office to participate in a Hiring in the Spirit of Service grant from the Community Policing Consortium.  This $230,000 grant will allow the Sheriff's Office to enhance the quality of the recruitment and selection process for deputy sheriffs, and thereby upgrade the quality of deputy sheriff candidates.

The grant will allow the sheriff to obtain data to re-evaluate what “competencies” recruits should have at selection and which can be developed through training.  In addition, the consultants will provide data on how the sheriff can improve recruit screening.  Finally, a consultant will provide marketing strategies for improving recruitment.  Approval of this motion will allow the county to pay the costs of several consultant contracts using consortium funding.
