Dear Councilmember Constantine:

Enclosed is a motion declaring a Local Proclamation of Emergency in response to the severe weather conditions recently experienced throughout King County.  This declaration is in accordance with KCC 12.52.030.
Due to the recent heavy rains that have produced record flooding, land movement blocking roadways and damages to King County facilities and equipment, I have declared a Local Proclamation of Emergency.  Based on that emergency proclamation, a waiver from the standard procurement procedures is in effect to allow King County departments to respond properly to the extreme weather conditions and repair damages that have been sustained by King County equipment and facilities.

The enclosed motion would initiate a waiver pursuit to KCC 4.16.050(B) and extend the ten day waiver for an additional period until March 16, 2009 to enable completion of emergency work.  This is necessary because it will not be possible to account for or access all damaged facilities and equipment until the flood waters have receded and inspections are completed.
