A RESOLUTION adopting the 2012 work plan for the King County Board of Health.
SUMMARY AND ANALYSIS OF LEGISLATION

Beginning in 2006, the King County Board of Health has each year adopted an annual work program.  The annual work program helps the Board of Health successfully fulfill its responsibilities by establishing goals and priorities, and creating opportunities for action within the realistic limits of the Board’s workload.  

Proposed 2012 Work Plan
The proposed 2012 work plan for the Board of Health contained in proposed Resolution 12-XX builds on the Board’s past accomplishments and ongoing committee work.  The work plan, with a focus on health inequities.  Along with required reviews, endorsements and actions on items such as fees, the work plan includes a focus on three topics areas with policy opportunities:  tobacco prevention and control, healthy eating and active living, and funding and legislation.  Policy development in these categories is timely in the context of recent policy changes at the national and state level, and challenges to public and community health infrastructure due to a lack of sustainable funding and the evolving health care environment.   Input to the work plan was solicited from Board of Health members, and will be incorporated into policy discussions.  Strategic policy development will be accomplished through the work of Board of Health sub committees, stakeholder involvement, consultation with content experts, and staff support from Public Health – Seattle & King County. 

Other Work of the Board

The work of the Board of Health must remain responsive to emergent public health needs and therefore the Board’s work plan must retain flexibility to accommodate significant issues as they arise.
