Transportation

Transportation Appropriations: 
2003 King County Joint Federal Appropriations Request supported by  King County cities and King County 

King County government projects specifically include:

(1) Buses $27 million

(2) Issaquah Highlands Park and Ride ($4.9 million)

(3) Brickyard Park and Ride ($1 million)

(4) Burien Transit Center / TODs ($2 million)

(5) Central Base Expansion ($15.6 million)

(6) Support funds for the FAST Corridor 2 program ($10 million) 

Reauthorization of TEA-21:

(1) Metropolitan Congestion Relief  - King County is pursuing a TEA-21 Reauthorization initiative for a new, national discretionary assistance program that provides flexible funding for transportation solutions in the nation’s most congested metropolitan areas.

Salmon Recovery

· Continued support for the Salmon Recovery Funding Board at $30million level through the Commerce, State Justice Appropriations Bill

· Support for the Puget Sound and Adjacent Waters Initiative at 

      $5million through Energy and Water Appropriations Bill

· Kokanee Conservation Actions – need fund source through Interior Appropriations Bill at $500K

· Support for the Green/Duwamish Ecosystem Restoration Program at $3million through Energy and Water Appropriations Bill

· Complete the Tri-County proposal for Puget Sound Chinook habitat and ensure its inclusion in the 4(d) rule proposed by NMFS. Continue working with USFWS in response to the bull trout listing and the development of their 4(d) rule.  Seek additional federal funding for habitat projects.

Workforce Training

Increase Workforce Investment Act formula allocation

King County WorkSource Centers had 75,367 customer visits from 10/1-12/31 2001.  The demand for re-training and job placement services is extremely high.  The WIA funding streams are currently at risk of significant budget cuts that would have severe impacts on the capacity of WorkSource Centers to provide these essential services to dislocated and low-income workers.  

Support the National Emergency Grant proposal.  The State of Washington has submitted a $74.1 million request of which King County should receive as much as one-third to handle the massive volume of laid-off workers since the 9/11 attack.

Growth Management / Smart Growth

· Tollgate Farm and Rock Creek Vision $2 million - to complete land acquisition and preservation in Interior Appropriations Bill

· Forest Legacy: Support funding the forest legacy projects proposed by the State of Washington for the acquisition of development rights on forest parcels.  The State proposal includes projects in King County worth $3 million.

· Cedar Green Conservation Partnership $1.5 million – Partnership with Plum Creek Timber to preserve 3,200 acres of highly threatened forest land which will connect over 105,000 acres of Federal, State and local public lands

· Urban and Community Forestry: Diversify sources of federal funding by seeking funds through USDA Forest Service to leverage local support for improving tree cover in open spaces and critical habitats.  Priorities are improving wildlife habitats and quality of life in inner city areas and encouraging preservation of tree resources in emerging suburban developments.  King County supports increased funding for the USDA Forest Service’s Urban and Community Forestry Program.

· Maury Island Conservation Initiative $8 million in EPA Appropriations – The Initiative brings together a unique array of partners in an effort to preserve the significant ecological values of the Marine Island Aquatic Conservancy and associated uplands. The partners include the State of Washington, King County, the Cascade Land Conservancy, the Vashon/Maury Island Land Trust, and Glacier Northwest. The Conservancy protects critical nearshore salmon habitat which has been identified as a top priority for preservation by the WRIA 9 watershed planning process.  



5
Homeland Security / Bioterrorism

· Additional funds are needed to assist local law enforcement jurisdictions and first responders to be prepared for events like those occurring September 11, 2001.

· Support grant funds to develop and implement pre-incident emergency management planning to provide preparation for domestic terrorism and other issues where interagency coordination, cooperation and execution are critical to public safety.

· Support increased funding for city and county organizations to target major populations centers providing regional services in response to weapons of mass destruction.

· Support funding to enhance the basic infrastructure of the public health system and its ability to prepare for and respond to acts of terrorism, especially bioterrorism.

6
Green River Investigation

The Ferguson Group 
$2.6 million to continue to help with King County Sheriff’s Office investigation of 1980’s 49 homicides.  $500,000 was earmarked in FY 2001 for DNA testing.  

7
Infiltration/Inflow Demonstration Partnership Project

The Ferguson Group


$7 million in EPA Appropriations, State and Tribal Assistance Grants (STAG) Account, to establish infiltration/inflow rehabilitation pilot programs that will serve as standards for local sewage collection systems.

8
Molten Fuel Cell Demonstration Project

The Ferguson Group
$2.5 million in EPA Appropriations, Environmental Programs Management Account.  This project has received $2.5 million each in FY98, FY99 and FY00; $300,000 in FY01; $500,000 in FY02.  An additional $2.5 million is needed in FY03 and FY04 to complete the project.

Medicaid

Restore the FMAP to FY 2001 level.  King County Regional Support Network (mental health), drug and alcohol services, and developmental disabilities services rely on the FMAP funding levels.

Economic Stimulus

The Ferguson Group
Support a comprehensive federal investment into infrastructure needs, particularly drinking water and wastewater, as well as transportation.

Methamphetamines  Enforcement Funding

The Ferguson Group
$1 million in funding for additional detectives and clean-up teams needed to combat the ever-moving methamphetamine laboratory populations.
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
