Dear Councilmember Gossett:

This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to proceed with the condemnation of an easement which is necessary to replace a failing culvert located on Lake Alice Road Southeast. Condemnation of this easement will help protect public safety and ensure continued access along a tier 4 sole access roadway.

This real property legislation adopts many of the recommendations agreed to at the Joint Council-Executive Leases and Sales Lean event. This legislative action is recommended pursuant to the rationale and considerations provided in the Condemnation Property Summary attached to this transmittal letter as Attachment A.

This legislation complies with the King County Strategic Plan goal of financial stewardship and the planning objective for the long-term sustainability of County services.

Per RCW 8.25.290, this proposed condemnation must be advertised for two consecutive weeks in a legal newspaper with the largest circulation where the property is located.
