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SUBJECT:  Briefing on the 2006 Update of the King County Arterial Functional Classification Map.  This briefing will include a presentation by the Road Services Division.  Similar to the update for the Transportation Needs Report, the schedule for updating the Arterial Functional Classification Map has been changed to coordinate with updates to the Comprehensive Plan.  Accordingly, this update was transmitted to the Council for adoption with amendments to the 2004 King County Comprehensive Plan.  Attachment 2 is a memo outlining the schedule for reviewing this document and providing a recommendation to the Growth Management, Natural Resources and Utilities Committee.  
BACKGROUND:  Arterial functional classification is the division of a road system into a number of categories or groups according to the “function” each road serves or is intended to serve. The main functions for any road are 1) to provide mobility or the movement of traffic and, 2) to provide access to adjacent land uses.  The county’s three primary arterial categories are:
· Principal Arterial

· Minor Arterial

· Collector/Distributor Arterial
The Arterial Functional Classification Map is “Attachment D” to Proposed Ordinance 2006-0114, relating to the proposed amendments to the 2004 King County Comprehensive Plan.
