The Sequential Intercept Model was developed by Summit County, Ohio in consultation with the National GAINS Center for People with Co-occurring Disorders in the Justice System.  This model has been adopted by a number of communities across the country as an action blueprint for addressing system change in the way that communities address the problem of people with mental illness in their criminal justice systems.
