This letter transmits a motion that will authorize the King County Executive to accept a donation of ten acres of second growth forest valued at $480,000 in the City of Carnation, adjacent to existing public lands.  King County Parks will preserve and maintain the land for public recreation.  This donation is conditioned upon closing occurring before the end of 2014.
This generous donation of land to King County will provide forest resources, scenic views, open space, recreational opportunities, and natural ecosystems that benefit the people of King County and support the mission of King County Parks.  A map showing the location of the property is attached.

This legislation supports the following King County Strategic Plan goals:

· Environmental sustainability.  This ten-acre parcel contains valuable habitat and second growth timber safeguarding and enhancing King County’s natural resources and environment.  The donation of this property ensures protection of this natural ecosystem from development. 

· Financial stewardship.  This ten-acre donation--valued at $480,000--illustrates King County Park’s continued emphasis on efforts to generate non-tax revenues, including pursuing gifts, bequests, and donations. 
This legislation also supports the objectives and strategies of the Strategic Climate Action Plan by preserving forest land.  This donation will continue to conserve natural lands that have high ecological value and that enhance the connectivity of its existing open space inventory.
