SUBJECT: Proposed MOTION authorizing the county executive to enter into a contract for supplemental law enforcement services and premises with the King County Housing Authority at Ballinger Homes.

SUMMARY: The King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO) provides law enforcement services to unincorporated King County and, through contracts, to 13 cities, Metro Transit, King County Airport, and school districts. One of the governmental agencies that contracts with the sheriff is the King County Housing Authority.

This motion allows sheriff deputies to continue to use space in the Ballinger Homes complex, space they have used for several years.  The space is available to deputies for report writing and for community policing activities.  The use of this space has increased the presence of deputies in this project.  There is no cost associated with the use of this space, but an interagency agreement is needed with the county housing authority.
