SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2016-XXX updates the King County Code Title 14 Roads and Bridges. Proposed changes to the code as set forth in the proposed ordinance include:

	• 	Reorganizing the Title so that all defined terms are consolidated under one definition section to ensure consistency of definitions as well as improved readability of the code by the public
· Modernizing the publication of reports and information by publishing them on the county’s website to improve public access to information, such as notice of bridge closures, load limited bridges, the road system, and snow emergency routes;
· Repealing chapter on installation of public benches;
· Clarifying the role of the county road engineer in prohibiting or restricting the use of a county road that may be seriously damaged or destroyed;
· Adding a section on severe emergency load restrictions regarding its determination and posting;
· Granting the county road engineer authority to prohibit or limit types or weights of vehicles on county road or bridges in accordance with state law;
· Clarifying the authority to post one legal load limits on bridges;
· Clarifying the role of the county road engineer to enforce the provisions of the King County code on load limits on bridges;
· Requiring the department of transportation to comply with the Soil Conservation Service Standards, Specifications and Contracting Procedures;
· Repealing Chapter 14.38 Road Closure and Reopening by Petition;
· Adopting and implementing the King County Road Standards for road design and construction;
· Granting authority to the director of the department of transportation the authority to enforce the provision of the chapter on King County Road Standards and any rules and regulations under  the chapter;
· Clarifying the approval of road variance by the county road engineer and updating the chapter to be consistent with the King County Road Standards;
· Clarifying that the director of the department of transportation may identify and designate snow emergency routes and clarifying when these emergency routes are sanded or cleared; 
· Repealing section 14.48.030 that grants the director of transportation the authority to declare a snow emergency;
· Clarifying the responsibilities of the public and department regarding the repair and maintenance of sidewalks, planting strips and streets trees;
· Updating the intersection standards section 
· Repealing chapters 14.65 Integrated Transportation Program and 14.75 Mitigation Payment System; 
· Adding administrative fees related to intersection standards review for a proposed development for the costs of any traffic study needed to determine traffic impacts and mitigation measures;
•	Revising the road standards regarding clear zone to include language that requires utilities to not be placed in the clear zone unless other reasonable alternatives do not exists, and as needed, existing utilities within the clear zone must be moved or mitigated;
•	Revising road vacation provisions to be consistent with the recently adopted state law regarding the allowance to include the value of the transfer of liability or risk, increased value to the public in property taxes, and the costs for management and maintenance to determine the appropriate compensation for the road right-of-way being vacated; and
•	Consolidating all fee provisions under Title 4A to improve timely updates when needed and improve ease of access by the public
