SUBJECT

[bookmark: _GoBack]Proposed Motion 2017-0221 would confirm the appointment of Robert Potts, who works in Council District 8, as King County’s representative to the Regional Communications Board. Mr. Potts would serve a partial term expiring December 31, 2017.

BACKGROUND 

The 800 Mhz regional radio communications system is coordinated by the King County Regional Communications Board (RCB). The RCB was created in 1993 by an Interlocal Agreement among: 

· King County;
· City of Seattle;
· Eastside Public Safety Communications Agency (EPSCA), a consortium of the cities of Bellevue, Issaquah, Kirkland, Mercer Island and Redmond that serves police and fire agencies immediately east and north of Lake Washington; and
· Valley Communications (Valley Com), a consortium of the cities of Auburn, Federal Way, Kent, Renton, and Tukwila that serves police and fire agencies in the South King County area. 

King County’s participation in this Interlocal Agreement was authorized by Ordinance 10956. The Interlocal Agreement states the terms under which the RCB and its participating members will govern the system.

The board consists of one representative from each of the owner sub-regions and an at-large member who represents the interests of other non-owner system users. Each member has equal voting authority, and decisions concerning network design changes require unanimous approval by the Board.



DISCUSSION

Robert Potts has worked as the Regional Services Manager for King County’s Department of Information Technology since December 2016.  Prior to that he was the Vice President Business Development for Didalio (Dhana Systems), a startup that developed “mobile-wallet middleware” for Ecommerce transactions.  He was the Director of IT Governance/Testing Practice manager for Silicon Valley Bank in the Salt Lake City area from June 2006 – August 2013, prior to which he was the Director of IT Services for that bank.
