SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Linda Seltzer, who resides in council district three, to the King County civil rights commission as the district three representative.

SUMMARY:

This motion would confirm Ms. Linda Seltzer to King County Civil Rights Commission to serve as the District Three representative to the commission for a partial term expiring June 1, 2017.
  
BACKGROUND: 

The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the Councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the Executive.

The commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the County Executive and the Council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Linda Seltzer’s educational history includes both the science and the arts.  Ms. Seltzer has undergraduate degrees in journalism (University of Pennsylvania) and electrical engineering (University of Colorado at Boulder).  In addition, Ms. Seltzer has master’s degree in electrical engineering (California Institute of Technology) and a master’s of fine arts degree in music (Princeton University).  In electrical engineering, Ms. Seltzer’s career has been in advanced research and development (R&D). She was a senior member of Technical Staff at AT&T Labs in New Jersey.  She has developed mathematical algorithms and software in the field of digital signal processing for applications including audio, medical devices and atmospheric science. She is the co-author of an AT&T patent in telephone call echo cancellation. Ms. Seltzer is retired, but still consults.  In recent consulting, she worked on microphone array signal processing at Microsoft, transferring technology from Microsoft Research to a hardware group.  Ms. Seltzer has also acted as an instructor and a tutor, including the Albuquerque School System’s No Child Left Behind Program where she tutored low income and bilingual students.
