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SUBJECT:  Briefing by the King County Accessible Services Advisory Committee on its work program for 2007.

BACKGROUND:   King County Code Chapter 28.94.140 calls for a public involvement model to be used by the Department of Transportation that includes an Accessible Services Advisory Committee.  The committee is comprised of fifteen members, who are elderly, have disabilities, or are advocates for the elderly and persons with disabilities.   The committee’s membership is set up to reflect King County’s geographic distribution and ethnic diversity.  Members are appointed by the Executive and approved by the Council for two-year terms.  

The committee has two main roles:

· To monitor, oversee, evaluate and improve transportation services for members of the disabled and elderly communities, and 

· To advise the director of the department of transportation, the executive, and the council about service to members of these communities. 

The purpose of the Advisory Committee is to empower these communities to obtain equality of opportunity and maximum independence in using public transit.  The Accessible Services Advisory Committee also coordinates with other advisory groups, such as service change sounding boards, and the Transit Advisory Committee.

The Accessible Services Advisory Committee serves in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the King County Council and Metro Transit on transit issues of concern to people with disabilities and older adults. This work plan functions as a guide for future committee work.  The committee will continue to respond to emerging issues as well as to requests from King County Executive Ron Sims, the King County Council and Metro Transit.

The 2007 work plan priorities, in order, are
1. Access registration
2. Customer service issues affecting fixed route and paratransit riders 

3. Meeting the transportation needs of unserved and underserved populations

4. Stop announcements on fixed route buses

Other issues that the committee will review include 

· Disaster preparedness
· Six-Year Plan update

· Taxi scrip subsidy

· Human services subsidy 

· Wheelchair tie downs
