SUBJECT:
Proposed Motions 2005-0176, 2005-0180, 2005-0181 and 2005-0247 is a motion confirming the Executive’s appointments of Dana Boales, Jenna Henderson, Michelle Di Miscio and Tim King to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.
SUMMARY:
2005-0176:  Dana Boales – The Executive has appointed Dana Boales to a three-year term expiring March 31, 2008.  Ms. Boales is a resident of Seattle in council district ten.  She is a graduate of the University of St. Thomas where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Political Science and a Jurum Doctor Degree in Law from the University of San Diego.  Ms. Boales is currently the Supervisor of Community Programs at Casey Family Programs in Seattle.  She is also a Board Member of the R.O.Y.A.L. Project and of the Youth Development Fund.

2005-0180:  Jenna Henderson – The Executive has appointed Jenna Henderson to a three-year term expiring March 31, 2008.  Ms. Henderson is a resident of Seattle in council district four.  She is a graduate of the University of Washington where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Sociology.  Ms. Henderson is a volunteer with National Abortion Rights Action League (NARAL) and Juvenile Rehabilitation Administration, which is a mentor program that pairs individuals with youths who are incarcerated in State facilities.
2005-0181:  Michelle Di Miscio – The Executive has appointed Michelle Di Miscio to a three-year term March 31, 2008.  Ms. Di Miscio is a resident of Seattle in council district eight.  She is a graduate of the University of California, Los Angeles where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Sociology and a Masters Degree in Social Work from Boston University.  Ms. Di Miscio is currently the Pre-Treatment Program Director for Breaking the Chains: Focus on Freedom Program with People of Color Against AIDS Network (POCAAN) in Seattle.

2005-0247:  Tim King – The Executive has appointed Tim King to a three-year term expiring March 31, 2008.  Mr. King is a resident of Seattle in council district four.  He is a graduate of Central Washington University where he received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Business Administration and a Bachelor of Landscape Architecture Degree from the University of Washington.  Mr. King is currently the Owner/President of Land2c Ltd.; Landscape Architecture, Site Master Planning and Garden Design in Seattle, and Co-Owner/Manager of 4K Farms in Wapato.  He is Councilman and Housing Board Chairman of the Samish Indian Nation and Board President of the Samish Corporation (SAMCOR), both located in Anacortes.

BACKGROUND:
The 15 member King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is required by State law and regulations to provide oversight for the program.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members and the County Executive appoints the remainder.
