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[bookmark: Text6]AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2013-0285, VERSION 1
On page 9, starting on line 190 insert:
	"D. Nothing in this section shall preclude United States Immigration and Customs Enforcement agents visiting and interviewing individuals held in detention at county facilities prior to their release."

EFFECT: This amendment would state that it is county policy that ICE agents could visit and interview inmates in county facilities regardless of whether the county will honor a detainer.  As a result, someone who had been identified by Secure Communities can be interviewed prior to their return the community—and ICE can agents can begin their process where “prosecutorial discretion” can be exercised.   In this manner, ICE agents do not have to go into the community to find immigration law violators.
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
