 NOTICE OF HEARING 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 5th day of September, 2006, at 1:30 p.m., to consider the Petition for formation of Public Utility District No. 1 of King County.

SECTION 1.  Findings:

A.
On ____________, 2006, a petition for the formation of a new public utility district in King County encompassing all of the territory of Vashon-Maury Island was filed with the King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division.  The King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division has examined the signatures on the petition, compared them with the voter registration records of the King County records, election and licensing services division, and certified their sufficiency in accordance with RCW 54.08.010.

B.
The Council of King County, Washington (the “Council”) fixed a date for a hearing on the petition and published the petition, without the signatures, stating the time of the hearing in the [Vashon Island Beachcomber] on ____________, 2006 in accordance with RCW 54.08.010.

C.
The Council held a public hearing on the petition in compliance with RCW 54.08.010.

D.
The Council is authorized by chapter 54.08 RCW upon petition of the qualified voters of the county to form public utility districts for the purposes authorized in Title 54 RCW, including managing, constructing and improving conservation and renewable energy resources and septic sewage systems.


E.
The Council hereby finds that it in the best interest of the inhabitants of the proposed public utility district that it seek voter approval to form the Public Utility District No. 1 of King County, Washington (Vashon-Maury Island) for the purposes authorized under Title 54 RCW.


F.
The Council hereby further finds that it is in the best interest of the inhabitants of the proposed public utility district that it seek voter approval to authorize such district to perform energy conservation services and to construct or acquire electric facilities for the generation, transmission of electric power and renewable energy, as authorized in RCW 54.08.070.

SECTION 2.  Formation of a Public Utility District.  The Council hereby finds that it is in the best interest of the inhabitants of the proposed public utility district that it form a public utility district in accordance with chapter 54.08 RCW, for the purpose of conserving the water and power resources of the State of Washington for the benefit of the property owners residing in the proposed district and to supply public utility services of managing, controlling, improving and maintaining conservation and renewable energy resources and within the proposed district.  The proposed public utility district shall be designated the “Public Utility District No. 1 of King County, Washington (Vashon-Maury Island)” (the “District”).  

SECTION 3.  Boundaries of District.  The boundaries of the District shall be set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Boundaries”).


SECTION 4.  Election and Propositions.  It is hereby deemed necessary that an emergency exists for purpose of calling a special election.  The King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division is hereby requested to assume jurisdiction to call and conduct a special election and submit to the registered voters within the Boundaries the propositions set forth in this Section 4 at an election to be held on November 7, 2006.  The clerk of the Council is hereby authorized and directed to transmit these propositions to the King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division not more than 45 days prior to such election date in substantially the following form, with such additions, deletions or modifications in the ballot title as may be required for the propositions listed below by the King County prosecutor:

FORMATION OF THE PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 1 OF KING COUNTY, WASHINGTON (VASHON-MAURY ISLAND)

The Council of King County, Washington adopted Ordinance No. ____ proposing the formation of Public Utility District No. 1 of King County, Washington (Vashon-Maury Island) with boundaries substantially the same as the boundaries of Vashon School District.  If approved, this proposition would create a public utility district with all of the powers provided in Title 54 RCW.  The District shall be initially governed by a three member board of commissioners to be elected by qualified voters residing in the commissioner districts as described in Ordinance No. ___. Certification of such propositions to the King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division, in accordance with law, prior to the date of such election, and any other acts consistent with the authority, and prior to the effective date, of this ordinance, are hereby ratified.

SECTION 5.  Composition of Board.  The powers of the District shall be exercised through a commission consisting of three members (the “Board”) each elected as described in this Section 5.  The King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division is hereby requested to call a special election on November 7, 2006 and to include a ballot measure that shall elect three public utility commissioners of the District, and to set, announce and hold a special filing period for those positions.  In accordance with RCW 54.12.010, one public utility commissioner shall be elected from each of the three public utility district commissioner districts as set forth in Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  In accordance with RCW 54.08.060, the terms of the initial commissioners shall be staggered as follows: (1) the person who is elected receiving the greatest number of votes shall be elected to a six-year term of office; (2) the person who is elected receiving the next greatest number of votes shall be elected to a four-year term of office; and (3) the other person who is elected shall be elected to a two-year term of office.  Thereafter, commissioners shall serve six year terms.  Commissioners shall assume office immediately after the election; provided, however, that the length of each term of office shall be calculated from the first day in January after the election.

SECTION 6.
Severability.  In the event that any one or more of the provisions of this ordinance shall for any reason be held to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect or invalidate any other provision of this ordinance, but this ordinance shall be construed and enforced as if such invalid provision had not been contained herein; provided, however, that any provision which shall for any reason be held by reason of its extent to be invalid shall be deemed to be in effect to the extent permitted by law.


SECTION 7.
Voters Pamphlet.  The King County director of the records, elections and licensing services division is hereby requested to prepare and distribute a local voters’ pamphlet, pursuant to K.C.C. 1.10.010, for the special election called for in this ordinance, the cost of the pamphlet to be included as part of the cost of the special election.

SECTION 8.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall take effect 10 days after its adoption.
