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SUBJECT

Ms. Polly Davis of the King County Alternative Dispute Resolution Program will discuss the King County Alternative Dispute Resolution program’s restorative justice pilot project at Garfield High School.

BACKGROUND

Restorative justice is an approach to justice that treats misbehavior as harm done to a relationship and focuses on repairing it. School districts are exploring restorative justice as a strategy for addressing student behavior issues and King County’s Alternative Dispute Resolution program is conducting a pilot with Garfield High School located in Seattle.

Ms. Davis is a mediator, negotiator, and trainer. During her 20 years as a mediator she has worked with the Northwest Institute for Restorative Justice; the King, Snohomish and Pierce County Dispute Resolution Centers; Conflict Resolution, Research and Resource Institute (CRI), and the King County Alternative Dispute Resolution Program. A specialist in the prevention, management, and resolution of conflict with more than 15 years of experience working with community, non-governmental organizations, environmental, and governmental sectors addressing areas including matters of human rights; developer and trainer of culturally pertinent and topically applicable training curricula; and coach.
