SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive’s appointment of Jason Ritchie, who resides in council district three, to the King County civil rights commission as the district three representative.

SUMMARY

This motion would confirm Mr. Jason Ritchie to the King County Civil Rights Commission to serve as the District Three representative to the commission for a three-year term expiring June 1, 2020.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the Councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the Executive.

The commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.

Mr. Jason Ritchie’s application materials note that he has served as an advocate for seniors and those with disabilities for over eleven years, asserting that the civil rights of those with these challenges are often overlooked. As an advocate for members of the Muslim community, and being of Jewish faith, Mr. Ritchie indicates that because of his concern about the social climate of this community, he would like to bring their voices forward and service their interests within our country. Additionally, Mr. Ritchie states that he would like to be an advocate, a voice and a source of information for all members of our community seeking justice and recognition of their civil rights.
