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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Transfer of 

Kenwood Pit Property

The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on May 19th  to take testimony on a proposed ordinance transferring the Kenwood Pit Property from King County to the City of Federal Way.

The Kenwood Pit Property is located between 8th Ave SW and 10th Ave SW at SW 354th Street in the city of Federal Way.   

With a projected $52 million dollar deficit facing King County and cuts to the County parks system already underway, an agreement was reached to make the transfer. The transfer agreement provides for King County to transfer ownership of the facility within 30 days after the effective date of the agreement. 

Following the transfer, the Kenwood Pit Property will be developed as a local city park and be available for use by the general public.
