SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Daniel Church, who resides in council district one, to the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, as the Council district one representative.

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Dr. Church to a four-year term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2014.

Dr. Church holds bachelor and master degrees from San Francisco State University, and earned his doctorate in Communications Theory from the University of Washington. He currently serves as the president of Bastyr University and has held a number of management positions at medical institutions including as chief executive officer of a public hospital in Ohio for 15 years. 
BACKGROUND
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members, one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who are nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees are appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board is the representative authority of the County, overseeing the provision of health care services to assure that high quality health care is made available to County residents.
