SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Gary Kingsbury, who resides in council district one, to the King County Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Committee.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Gary Kingsbury to a partial term on the King County Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Committee, expiring December 31, 2009.

Mr. Kingsbury a graduate of Cleveland State University where he received a Bachelor of Arts Degree, the John Carroll University where he received a Masters in Business Administration with an emphasis on strategic planning and a Masters in Theological Studies.  Mr. Kingsbury is currently the General Manager of Taproot Theatre Company where he develops and manages a budget of $1.2 million, coordinates strategic planning processes, and participates in fundraising efforts.  He has experience in starting up new churches, and has served as a minister, a church administrator, and financial/operations director in various churches.  As a former member of the U.S. Air Force and as a pastor helping veterans and their families, Mr. Kingsbury has a passion for reaching out to veterans in need of assistance, and employing his business management skills to assure the effective use of resources.
Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board.  These ordinances stipulate that this board shall consist of 9 council nominated positions, with each councilmember nominating one person to represent their district on the board, as well as three Executive nominations from among the members of the King County Veterans Advisory Board.  This board was established to monitor levy proceeds designated for services for veterans, military personnel and their families ensuring it is in accordance with the adopted levy service improvement plan.

The levy ordinance identified three goal areas for service enhancements and funding allocations.  Levy dollars will seek to 1) Reduce homelessness and emergency medical costs; 2) Reduce criminal justice system involvement and 3) Increase self-sufficiency by means of employment
