	Six Point Summary of changes to the attached agreement:

	1.  This successor contract covers the time period from November 1, 2006 through June 30, 2009, and provides for cost of living increases equal to 90% of the CPI-W, All Cities Index, September to September for 2007, 2008, and 2009.  The contract does not include any additional changes to the base rates of pay for the classifications under the contract.



	2.  Employees hired after ratification of this contract are exempted from the Prior Permanent Ongoing Savings provision of the contract.



	3.  Overtime language is changed to be based on hours actually worked rather than hours compensated, and is paid for hours worked in excess of 40 hours in a workweek as well as for hours worked outside of employee’s regular work hours.



	4.  The contract contains provisions intended to address retention/seniority issues at the West Point Treatment Plant.



	5.  The contract creates a Wastewater Treatment Utility Worker classification series that will better tailor the utility worker positions to the unique work needs of the treatment plants and aid in recruitment and retention for such positions.



	6.  Bargaining unit employees participate in the Wastewater Treatment Division’s Productivity Incentive Program and the contract’s provisions reflect the parties’ attempts to resolve work place issues in new and innovative ways to provide cost effective and efficient Wastewater Treatment operations.
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
