NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a proposed ordinance for the vacation of a portion of SE 184th Street has been filed with the Clerk of the County Council.


A public hearing will be held before the King County Hearing Examiner, King County Prosecuting Attorney, Family Support Division, Eighth Floor Conference Room, Union Bank of California Building, 900 Fourth Avenue, Seattle, WA  98164 on May 30th, 2003 at 1:30 PM or soon thereafter.  PLEASE NOTE:  This conference room is located inside the King County Prosecuting Attorney Family Support Section suite, just north of the 8th floor elevator lobby.  The entry door to the suite is locked.  Please come to the Hearing Examiner’s Office in Room 850 to request entry.

NOTE:  If the Seattle School District announces a district-wide school closure due to adverse weather conditions or similar area emergency, the public hearing on this matter will be postponed.  Parties of record will be notified of the time and date of the rescheduled hearing.  Questions can be directed to the Hearing Examiner’s Office at (206) 296-4660.

Beginning at the western most corner of Lot 13, Block 2, Lake Desire Summer Home Tracts, according to the plat thereof recorded in Volume 39 of Plats, pages 44 to 47, records of King County, Washington;

Thence S 89-56-47 E along the northerly margin of SE 184th Street SE a distance of 125.00 feet;  

Thence S 00-03-13 W a distance of 6.00 feet along West line of 20 foot by 6 foot area vacated by King County Ordinance Number 4896 to the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING;  

Thence S 89-56-47 E along South Line of vacated area a distance of 20.00 feet;  

Thence N 00-03-13 E along East Line of said vacated area a distance of 6.00 feet;  

Thence S 89-56-47 E a distance of 55.86 feet to beginning of curve to left;

Thence northeasterly and northerly along said curve, the center of which bears N 00-03-13 E a radial distance of 21.69 feet, an arc distance of 54.65 feet to the point of tangency;  

Thence S 54-18-42 E, parallel and 30 feet southwesterly measured at right angles to the centerline of West Lake Desire Drive SE, a distance of 67.49 feet;  

Thence S 35-41-18 W a distance of 36.91 feet to intersect the south margin of said SE 184th Street;  

Thence N 89-56-47 W along said South Margin a distance of 121.84 feet;

Thence N 00-03-13 E a distance of 24.00 feet to the True Point of Beginning.

Containing an area of 4,729 square feet, more or less.  The adjacent parcels are zoned R-6-SO.
