The enclosed report, Legal and Financial Challenges to Completion of the Raging River Trail, responds to a proviso in the 2007 Adopted Budget, Ordinance 15652, Section 91.  The proviso requests the submittal of a report that identifies and assesses the legal and financial challenges to the completion of the Raging River trail.
There has been interest on the part of some members of the community to develop a formal trail at the site of the Raging River levee that would connect the Snoqualmie Valley Trail and the Preston-Snoqualmie Trail.  The enclosed report identifies the legal and financial challenges to development of a trail at that location.  Along with the report an ordinance is submitted.  This ordinance strikes P1 in Section 91 of the 2007 Adopted Budget Ordinance.  Upon submittal of this report, we have complied with the terms of this proviso and are now seeking to delete the relevant language so that Natural Resources and Parks Administration can access the associated appropriation authority.
