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SUBJECT

[bookmark: _Hlk57977371]Proposed Ordinance 2020-0291 would approve a boundary change for the City of North Bend to include 428th Avenue Southeast, and segments of Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast public rights-of-way within the city. 

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2020-0291 would revise the corporate boundary of the City of North Bend (City) to include 428th Ave SE and segments of Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast public rights-of-way within the City.
 
According to RCW 35.21.790, the County and City may agree to revise the corporate boundary of the city which coincides with the centerline, edge, or any portion of a public street, road or highway right-of-way within the city limits.  The revision to the boundaries of a city becomes effective once approved by ordinance of the City and the County, respectively.

The Roads Services Division confirmed that the legal descriptions (Attachments A and B to the proposed ordinance) are correct.

BACKGROUND 

The proposed ordinance would revise the corporate boundary of the City of North Bend to include 428th Ave SW, and segments of Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast public rights-of-way within the City.

According to Attachment A of the proposed ordinance (428th Ave SE Boundary Line Revision), King County has maintained jurisdiction over the eastern portion of the right-of-way for 428th Avenue S since 1969.
 
As described in the Legal Description (Attachment B) of the proposed ordinance, the County also has jurisdiction over the western leg of Southeast 136th Street and southern leg of 436th Avenue South of the intersection at Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast. 

In September 2019, the City of North Bend adopted Ordinance 1696, which revises the corporate boundaries of the city to include all of Pickett Avenue Northeast (428th Avenue SE), which will be official upon adoption of a similar ordinance by the King County Council.

In March 2020, the City of North Bend adopted Ordinance 1717, which revises the corporate boundaries of the city to include the western area of Southeast 136th St and the Southern area of 436th Avenue South of the intersection at SE 136th St and 436th Ave SE, which will be official upon adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2020-0291 by the King County Council. 

ANALYSIS

In August 2020, the Executive transmitted Proposed Ordinance 2020-0291, which would approve a boundary change for the City of North Bend to include 428th Avenue Southeast, and segments of Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast public rights-of-way within the city. 

According to Attachment A of the proposed ordinance, the portion of 428th Avenue SE that is the subject of this proposed ordinance encompasses all of the eastern portion of the right-of-way. The other subject of this ordinance, which the County currently has jurisdiction over, is the western leg of Southeast 136th Street and southern leg of 436th Avenue South of the intersection at Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast in the area described in “The Legal Description” (Attachment B) of the proposed ordinance.

According to Executive staff, the County and the City agree that it is in the best interest of both parties to have the county right-of-way portions of 428th Avenue Southeast and segments of Southeast 136th Street and 436th Avenue Southeast public rights-of-way under the City’s jurisdiction so that the City can provide urban level services to its residents including maintenance, operation and capital improvements of the public rights-of-way. 

The City of North Bend has plans to make improvements at both locations that include wider paved sections at 428th Avenue SE and a roundabout at the intersection of SE 136th Street and 436th Ave SE.

The Roads Services Division confirmed that the legal descriptions (Attachments A and B to the proposed ordinance) are correct.
