1 The revenue adjustment reflects the reduction in City of Seattle funding for CTU and ESP that was anticipated in the 2005 Adopted Ordinance.  
2 The expenditure reduction reflect the reduction of the ESP expenditures only as Council provided $29,951 in CX funding to support the CTU programming in 2005.
