NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 3rd day of March, 2003 at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance No. 2003-0035 which would implement a revised transportation concurrency methodology and new transportation concurrency map.  The revised transportation concurrency program will use the map as a tool for ensuring that the county’s transportation infrastructure is adequate to meet the needs of new development, as measured by the Transportation Adequacy Measurement (TAM) and Roadway Segment level of service standards.
SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinance 2003-0035 seeks the adoption of a revised transportation concurrency methodology along with a new transportation concurrency map, new monitored zones table, and list of monitored corridors, and repeals Ordinance 14375, Attachments A and B, and Ordinance 14050, Attachment B.  In June 2002, the King County Council amended the transportation concurrency program and directed the King County Department of Transportation to research, analyze and consider alternative methods of measuring transportation concurrency for residential developments.  In December 2002, the County Executive submitted a report to the King County Council on alternative transportation concurrency measures.  Based on the findings of this work, the executive proposes that King County ultimately adopt a travel time approach to measuring transportation concurrency and coordinate such adoption with the 2004 Comprehensive Plan update.  In the interim, the executive proposes the county adopt a roadway segment volume-to-capacity measure to be in effect until such time as the travel time measure can be fully developed and implemented.
These changes to the concurrency program will be reviewed and potentially approved by the King County Council.
