King County Metro Service Recovery Plan, February 21, 2020
Ordinance 19581
Summary of Proposed Mobility Project Areas


Metro’s Service Recovery Plan,[footnoteRef:1] which was approved by the Council in March 2023, identifies a multi-year plan to restore service that was suspended or reduced during the pandemic based around a set of geographic service restructures, most of which would correspond to Sound Transit service expansion. These geographic mobility projects could result in proposals to restructure bus service rather than restore it to pre-pandemic conditions. Such changes would be subject to Council approval. The information below summarizes the mobility projects identified in the Service Recovery Plan, including the routes Metro identified with reduced or suspended service hours within each mobility project area.

East Link Connections Mobility Project (106,000 suspended hours[footnoteRef:2]) [2:  The Service Recovery Plan was approved in March 2023 and was based on service suspensions and reductions as of January 2023. The service reductions Metro implemented in September 2023 are not reflected in the Service Recovery Plan.] 

In preparation for Sound Transit’s expansion of Link light rail to include 12 new light rail stations connecting downtown Seattle and the Eastside, Metro is coordinating with Sound Transit on the East Link Connections Mobility Project[footnoteRef:3] to restructure transit service in the area. [3:  East Link Connections Mobility Project (link)] 


The project has currently completed Phase 3, and Metro is in the process of finalizing a recommended service network for presentation to the Council. Timing at this point is uncertain due to the delays experienced by Sound Transit. Current plans for the project including bringing 29 bus routes to the new light rail stations, while minimizing transfers for long-distance travelers; providing more connections to major destinations through Link light rail; and providing more service outside peak periods and more service on weekends,  

The Service Recovery Plan states that the following routes with reduced or suspended service hours would be included in East Link Connections: 111, 114, 167, 200, 204, 208, 212, 214, 216, 218, 219, 221, 226, 232, 237, 240, 241, 245, 246, 249, 250, 252, 257, 268, 269, 271, 311, 342, 630, 931.

Lynnwood Link Connections Mobility Project (57,000 suspended hours)
In preparation for Sound Transit’s expansion of Link light rail to include five new stations in Seattle, Shoreline, Mountlake Terrace, and Lynnwood, Metro is coordinating with Sound Transit and Community Transit on the Lynnwood Link Connections Project[footnoteRef:4] to restructure transit service in the area.  [4:  Lynnwood Link Connections Mobility Project (link)] 


The project is currently in Phase 3, during which route proposals are being finalized for transmittal to the Council (anticipated in February 2024). Metro has developed a budget neutral plan, meaning that there would be no new service investments, but also no deletion of service from the area. Current plans for the project include reducing peak-only services to improve all-day and frequent service; restructuring north-south connections to respond to the new Link light rail north-south spine and to improve east-west service; and reducing unproductive and low-ridership service to increase frequent service. 

The Service Recovery Plan states that the following routes with reduced or suspended service hours would be included in Lynnwood Link Connections: 5, 16X, 28X, 45, 64X, 65, 67, 75, 301, 303, 304, 320, 322, 345, 346, 347, 348, 372X.  

South Link Connections Mobility Project (74,000 suspended hours)
In preparation for Sound Transit’s expansion of Link light rail to include three new stations between Angle Lake and Federal Way Transit Center,[footnoteRef:5] Metro will coordinate with Sound Transit on the South Link Connections Project to restructure transit service in the area. [5:  Federal Way Link Extension (link)] 


The Service Recovery Plan states that the following routes with reduced or suspended service hours would be included in South Link Connections: 121, 122, 123, 154, 157, 162, 177, 178, 179, 190, 197, 901, 903.  

Stride I-405 BRT Integration (15,000 suspended hours)
In preparation for the opening of Sound Transit’s S1 bus rapid transit line along I-405[footnoteRef:6] from the Burien Transit Center through the South Renton Transit Center to Bellevue, Metro will coordinate with Sound Transit on transit restructures, specifically focused on routes around the Renton Transit Center where Sound Transit will be constructing a new transit center, in contrast with Burien, where Stride service will use the existing transit center. The Service Recovery Plan states that the following routes with reduced or suspended service hours would be included in Stride I-405 BRT Integration: 101, 102, 143.  

Madison Street / G Line (2,000 suspended hours)
In preparation for the opening of the RapidRide G Line,[footnoteRef:7] which is being coordinated by the City of Seattle, and which will extend from Downtown Seattle to First Hill to Madison Valley, Metro will restructure several routes to coordinate connections with the new service. The Service Recovery Plan states that the following routes with reduced or suspended service hours would be included in the Madison Street (G Line) restructure: 8, 11, 12, 47.



Seattle, Vashon Island Restructure and Restoration (91,000 suspended hours)
For routes within Seattle and on Vashon Island that are not part of the other mobility projects described above, the Service Recovery Plan proposes to pursue a new mobility project to consider service recovery options for routes that are currently reduced or suspended. This would include:
· Central Seattle: 3, 4, 7, 9X, 11, 12, 27, 40, 43, 47, 48  
· Queen Anne/Magnolia: 19, 24, 29, 33
· North Seattle: 15X, 17X, 18X, 31, 32, 45, 62, 79, 255, D Line, E Line
· West Seattle/Vashon Island: 21X, 22, 37, 55, 56, 113, 116X, 118X, 118, 119X, 119, 120, 131, C Line
· Other areas: 231, 631, 906, 914, 915
