Dear Councilmember McDermott:

This letter transmits an ordinance that will authorize the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal cooperation agreement with the State of Washington Department of Enterprise Services (DES) to allow the County to use the DES Energy Program’s master Energy Savings Performance Contract for energy/utility conservation services.

The legislation will give the County a vehicle to help improve the energy and resource efficiency, optimize performance, and reduce operating cost of King County owned- and managed-buildings. Further, this legislation is intended to provide a contracting vehicle for technical expertise and contract and project management assistance and resources to the County to develop and implement projects and actions consistent with the King County Strategic Climate Action Plan. For example, this contract will allow for the use of an Energy Service Company (an ESCO) from a list of companies already qualified by DES to conduct audits of building lighting systems and recommend measures for installing all Light Emitting Diode (LED) lighting by 2020.

Approval of this agreement furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan guiding principles of Financial Sustainability and Regional Collaboration and Health Environment .
