SUBJECT

AN ORDINANCE revising the corporate boundary of the city of Duvall to include  unincorporated segments of Duvall-Monroe Road Northeast and Cherry Valley Road rights-of-way as provided for in RCW 35A.21.210.

SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2013-0250 approves the transfer to the City of Duvall of approximately .26 miles of road right-of-way.  

SUPPORT OF THE STRATEGIC CLIMATE ACTION PLAN 
Proposed Ordinance 2013-0250 was not identified as a specific action in the Strategic Climate Action Plan ("SCAP").  However, by allowing the City of Duvall to provide sidewalk improvements, the proposed ordinance supports the following objectives and strategies in the Transportation and Land Use Goal Area of the SCAP:

Objective S.1.1: Provide and increase transportation choices
Objective S.1.3: Promote and invest in community design that reduces the need to drive and enables walking, bicycling and public transit use
Strategy A: Focus development within the Urban Growth Area and reduce development pressure on rural and resource lands
Strategy B: Use incentives, land-use designations, and zoning authority that create development and community design matched to the needs and preferences of transit users, pedestrians, and bicyclists

Strategy C: Maintain and expand the Regional Trails System
BACKGROUND
Near the northwest part of Duvall, a portion of the Duvall-Monroe Road and part of Northeast Cherry Valley Road are county right-of-way adjacent to property that is within the City.  The proposed ordinance would transfer .26 of a mile of County right-of-way to the City.  The County and the City agree that the City should take over jurisdiction of this right-of-way.  Attachment A to the proposed ordinance is the legal description of the right-of-way to be transferred.  A small triangular sliver of property between the two roadways, which is not road right-of-way, will remain in the unincorporated area.
RCW 35A.21.790 provides that a county and a city can revise the city’s corporate boundary if it is part of a street right-of-way:

“The governing bodies of a county and any code city located therein may by agreement revise any part of the corporate boundary of the city which coincides with the centerline, edge, or any portion of a public street, road or highway right-of-way by substituting therefore a right-of-way line of the same public street, road or highway so as fully to include or fully to exclude that segment of the public street, road or highway from the corporate limits of the city.”
This type of boundary revision is not subject to potential review by the Boundary Review Board.  Revision of the corporate boundary of a city is effective upon approval by the City Council and the County Council.  The Duvall City Council approved the revision by adopting Resolution 13-01 on January 10, 2013.  A copy of that resolution is attached as Attachment 5 to this staff report.  

In this case, the boundary change means that Duvall will own the street right-of-way and take over the costs of maintaining the street.  The fiscal note estimates a small savings to the County of $4,250 for a full year.
ANALYSIS

State law allows for municipalities to make minor boundary changes.  This proposed change is agreeable to both jurisdictions and will provide a modest savings to the County through lower road maintenance costs.
The Prosecuting Attorney's Office ("PAO") has reviewed this proposed ordinance, together with the City's ordinance and has determined that they are sufficient to effectuate this transfer.  Upon such transfer, the County's obligations and liability for this segment of the road will cease and will become the responsibility of the City. The PAO has also determined that no interlocal agreement is necessary.   

REASONABLENESS

Approval of this proposed ordinance constitutes a reasonable business decision.
