Poll Highlights

ALL KING COUNTY RESIDENTS

· 89% feel at least somewhat safe in their neighborhoods

· Top feared crimes include: home burglary, neighborhood speeding, auto theft and drug sales

· 50% feel crime is increasing in King County (25% unsure)

· Crimes thought to be increasing the most include: home burglary, auto theft, gang violence and drug sales 

· 90% agree with the statement that “we need to do more about computer crime and internet stalking”


· 66% think having deputies in middle and high schools is a good investment 

· 55.8% think increasing meth use is the main cause for rising crime rates

· Only 43.3% think area police are fully prepared for disaster

· 57.7% think terrorist attack likely at any time—35.3% disagree

· 93.6% rank KCSO budget from the middle to the top county budget priority

· Citizens would make the following top priorities and would be willing to divert county funds from other services to pay for KCSO needs in: 

*disaster preparedness and training: 86.8%        

*technology improvements= 85.9%

*10 more deputies- 83.9%
