Dear Councilmember Phillips:

This letter transmits an ordinance that will vacate a portion of the Geo Bayne Road also known as County Road No. 1224 right-of-way (ROW) and a portion of the Alexander McKinnon Road also known as County Road No. 381 ROW. The area is lying about one-quarter of a mile north of the Kanaskat Palmer State Park. 
The procedure for vacation of the subject portion of ROW is in accordance with King County Code (KCC) 14.40 and the Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 36.87, which establish the right of abutting property owners to petition a county legislative body for the vacation of road ROW. Pursuant to RCW 36.87.050, this ordinance requires the road vacation hearing notice be posted on-site at each end of the ROW a minimum of 20 days, and published in the area newspaper of general circulation for two consecutive weeks. After introduction of the ordinance and the establishment of a public hearing date by the Hearing Examiner, a notice of the public hearing will be posted on-site as well as published in local paper of the road vacation. This process promotes efficiency in terminating the public’s interest in County road ROW.
Upon completion of an investigation of the vacation petition filed with the King County Council, the Road Services Division (RSD) considers the subject ROW unnecessary as part of the county road system. RSD attempts to identify and address potential issues related to the proposed vacation through the investigation of the petition prior to making its recommendation.
Thank you for your consideration of this ordinance. This legislation will convert the unnecessary public ROW to the private use and ownership of the petitioner, at the same time, the County will receive compensation of $6,293.34 and the public would benefit by the return of this unused area to the public tax rolls. This action aligns with the County’s Strategic Plan Financial Stewardship goal by advancing the objective of managing the County’s assets in a way that maximizes productivity and value.
