NOTICE OF HEARING

Proposed Ordinance 2004-0397
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council has passed Motion 12016 declaring its intention to form Road Improvement District No. 133 (RID 133) to make improvements consisting of clearing, grubbing, grading, drainage, surfacing with asphalt concrete, potential realignment of portion of the road to provide adequate sight distance, construction of a cul-de-sac turn around at the end of the proposed improvement, and any such work as may be incidental thereto, to NE 52nd Street  (from Ames Lake-Carnation Road to 298th Avenue NE).  Motion 12016 also establishes the intention of the Council to confirm the final assessment roll for the RID 133.
NOTICE IS ALSO HEREBY GIVEN that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on November 8, 2004, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of the Proposed Ordinance 2004-0397, concerning the formation of King County RID 133 and confirmation of the assessment roll for RID 133.  
At this hearing the Council will consider the feasibility of these improvements, whether the benefits to be derived therefrom exceed the cost and expenses thereof, and all other matters pertaining to this improvement.  

The costs and expenses of accomplishing the construction of RID 133 are known with reasonable accuracy.  The assessment roll has been prepared, has been filed with the Council and is ready for confirmation by the Council.

The estimated cost and expense of the improvements is $922,133.00.  It is the intention of the Council that $461,067.00 of the costs and expenses for the RID 133 project shall be borne by the private property within RID 133.  It is the intention of the Council that King County shall contribute the balance of the project costs and expenses to complete RID 133.  It is the intention that the assessments shall be on a per building lot basis as defined in Motion 12016.  The assessments may be paid over a period of five (5) years.

A petition has been filed requesting the above-mentioned improvements.  Property owners may withdraw their names from the petition or add their names thereto at any time prior to 5:00 p.m. on the business day before the hearing.  The request for withdrawing names from or adding names on the petition must be in writing and filed with the Clerk of the King County Council, Room 1025, King County Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA  98104.  (Office hours: weekdays – 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.).  To meet the requirements of RCW 36.88.050, the Office of the Clerk of the Council will be open to receive said requests until 5:00 p.m. on Friday, November 5, 2004.

All objections to confirmation of said assessment roll shall be in writing and shall be filed with the Clerk of the King County Council at the address set forth above and under the same conditions as set forth above.  Objections must clearly state the grounds of the objection.  Objections not made within the time and in the manner herein described are conclusively presumed, by law, to have been waived.

At the hearing or continuation thereof, the Council will sit as a board of equalization for the purpose of considering said assessment roll and will consider such objections made thereto, or any part thereof, and may correct, revise, raise, lower, change, or modify such roll or any part thereof; or the Council may set aside such roll and make the assessments de novo so that the Council considers to be just and equitable and then will proceed to confirm the same by ordinance. The actual assessments may vary from assessment estimates so long as those actual assessments do not exceed a figure equal to the increased true and fair value the improvements add to the property.
