SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2012-0471 would confirm the appointment of Maryanne Tagney-Jones to the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee. 
BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax ("CFT") funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee ("COC").  The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process.  The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each County Council district and 3 at-large members.

COC CANDIDATE MARYANNE TAGNEY-JONES
Maryanne Tagney-Jones, a resident of West Seattle in Council District 8, has been recommended for appointment to an Executive at-large position for a partial term expiring December 31, 2014. 

Ms. Tagney-Jones has a long history of service in conservation and open space organizations.  She is currently a member of the Board of Directors for the Mountains to Sound Greenway, a position she has held since 1990. She is also a past board member of Forterra (Cascade Land Conservancy) and the National Land Trust Alliance, and has also been a long-time donor to conservation causes. 

Ms. Tagney-Jones notes that her experience with conservation groups has given her expertise and experience about land use, open space acquisition, and stewardship of conserved land.
